FAITH FIRST 

Lent is here! Why begin Lent by using ashes on Ash Wednesday? 

Every period of self-evaluation in scripture always begun with ashes. Jesus refers to the use 
of ashes as a sign of repentance: "Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the 
mighty deeds done in your midst had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would long ago have 
repented in sackcloth and ashes." (Mt 11:21, Lk 10:13)  
The ashes are made by the burning of palms from last year's Palm Sunday. The marking of 
the cross is accompanied by the words: "Repent, and believe in the Gospel" (based on Mark 
1:15) or "Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return" (based on Genesis 
3:19). After we leave the church, we leave the ashes on our foreheads until they wear off 
naturally from the course of the day's activities. They are a public witness to those things our 
society does not wish to embrace: the reality of death, and the hope of resurrection in Our 
Lord, Jesus Christ. Ash Wednesday, the day of fasting and abstinence, which will be on 
February 18, sets off the beginning of Lent, a 40-day period of penitence and reflection that 
commemorates trial and deprivation faced by Jesus during his time in the desert. Lent is 
both a gift and a season of abundant graces. Why not decide right now to live this coming 
Lent with total generosity of heart, mind, soul, body, and emotions? Let us live out the forty 
days of graces and blessings as if it were to be the last Lent in our lives! Our life is short and 
time flies by and the clock never ticks backwards. One of the practical suggestions for this 
coming Lent will be prayer in adoration. Visit with the Lord, alone or in communal adoration. 

DEAR PARISH 

“I have not come to abolish the law and the prophets but to fulfill them” says Matthew (5:17-

37) in this Sunday’s Gospel. In the beginning, the first Christians were all Jews, and they 
continued to observe many of their traditional customs e.g. about circumcision, about clean 
and unclean food. And this passage is a continuation of Matthew’s teaching on the Sermon 
on the Mount with a three-part instruction by Jesus on the Way of Life in the kingdom of 
heaven. Today’s reading is part one and deals with the Law. Part two deals with worship and 
religious practice and contains the Lord’s Prayer. Part three deals with trusting God and 
deeds of loving service to our neighbor. 
When Matthew speaks of “the Law and the prophets” he means the whole Scripture. When 
the Messiah brings the fullness of the kingdom none of scripture will be done away with. 
Instead, it will be fulfilled. Matthew’s Jesus does not overturn the Law of Moses, nor does he 
set his followers free from the Law. On the other hand, there is much in Jesus’ teaching that 
is completely new. While he did not abolish the Law, he instead introduced a completely 
new way of thinking. He did not abolish or change the Law but went far beyond its literal 
requirements. 
For Jesus, just to keep the Law externally is not enough. To be a disciple of Christ, the 
foundation of our lives must go deeper to a mutual love. To keep the Law without love is like 
having a body without a soul. Literally to keep the Law of God and of the Church is not the 
same as being a good disciple of Jesus. “If your virtue goes no deeper than the Scribes and 
the Pharisees [who were perfect observers of the letter of the Law], then you will never enter 
the Kingdom of God,” says Jesus. Let us therefore love both in word and deed and not in 
fear.
