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DEAR PARISH FAMILY,

Lepers were the most piteous of people in ancient times. Although little was known then of
the origin of the sickness, it was clearly known to be contagious and therefore greatly feared.
The only solution was to not allow the leper to approach other people. It seems the disease
itself was, for the most part, not particularly painful, but the real pain and suffering were
found in the fact that, apart from the appalling physical disintegration of body and limbs,
there was the social ostracism, the contempt and the fear which the victim engendered.
Whether the person really had leprosy or just a skin ailment, the judgement was severe: “A
man or woman infected with leprosy [real or feared] must live outside the camp.” 1t was a
sentence of indefinite exile from society. As we all know in our own Diocese, Kalaupapa in
Molokai was such a designated place.

It is from this backdrop that a leper in desperation appeals to Jesus: “If you want to, you can
cure me.” This expresses the man’s faith in the power of Jesus. It is this faith which again and
again in the Gospel is the necessary and sufficient condition for being made whole

again. With a deep sense of compassion for the man’s plight, he physically touches the leper
to indicate his compassion. The man is immediately healed and made whole. Once healed, he
becomes an ardent evangelizer, a spreader of good news — something we are all called to be.

Let us ask ourselves today: What has our experience of knowing Jesus been like? Have we
had the enthusiasm of this man to have compassion for others and bring others to the one who
heals all ailments including our sinfulness? May we know that we have been called to be
messengers of the Good News by the usage of our time, talents and treasure.

Apologetics Without Apology
Year of Reading the Bible

Leviticus 13:1-2. 44-46:
1 Corinthians 10:31-11:1; Gospel Mark 1:40-45

The Book of Leviticus is the third book of the Old
Testament and largely contains the code of conduct
belonging to priests of the tribe of Levi. Leviticus is

designed to provide its ongoing maintenance. It is

particularly concerned with the behavior and ritual purity
of those responsible for offering sacrifice on behalf of the
community of Israel.

Purity is an important dimension of Hebrew Law because
it represents wholeness. When God created the world in
Genesis he designed it to be utterly complete. For this
reason, those who suffer from leprosy or from any other
severe form of skin disease had to be distanced from the
camp. This isolation was understood not so much as a
punishment (although disease, in general was usually seen
as the result of sin) but as a necessary precaution to ensure
the holiness of the people. For the people to be God’s
holy people they had to be whole and without blemish.

Much of Paul correspondence with the Christians in
Corinth deals with their moral conduct. One of the issues
that concerns Paul the most is this church’s participation
in sacrifice to idols. Although they may claim to be
followers of Christ, many within the Christian
community at Corinth seem to have no trouble consuming
meat that had been previously offered to an idol of pagan
god. (1 Corinthians 10:20). Paul warns them sternly that
those who gather around the table of the Lord can have
nothing to do with the “table of demons™ as well
(1 Corinthians 10:21) He concludes with the instruction
that is often uttered as part of the table prayer today.
“Whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do
everything for the glory of God.

The Gospel: All disease and illness — especially those
as severe as leprosy — are dreaded by human beings.
Jesus reveals that he has the power to heal these ailments
and that he indeed wants to. Jesus in His compassion,
reached out and touched a man with leprosy — a man
who, by the standard of the time, was untouchable. This
was not a demonstration against the law. It was an act of
genuine love—"“I do want to.” At the same time, Jesus
reveals His power —‘you are cured right now.” This 1s in
striking contrast to the rejection and inability to heal
evident in the reading from Deuteronomy. This Gospel
focuses on the compassion and the power of Jesus.
