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The Solemnity of theMost 
Holy Body and Blood of

 Dear Parish Family, 

Every time Mass is celebrated, a miracle is performed right before our eyes. The host is 
transformed into real flesh and the wine into real blood.  This Sunday, we celebrate the 
Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ. In a way, on Holy Thursday, during Holy Week, 
we celebrated this feast. One reason why we may have this second feast of the                             
Eucharist is that it takes place during the more joyful period of the Easter season when 
we can celebrate it with greater freedom from the constraints of Lent and Holy Week. In 
many parts of the world, there will be a solemn and joyful procession of the Blessed 
Sacrament through the parish grounds or even through the public streets.   
 

Perhaps today we should emphasize more the community dimension of the celebration 
of the Eucharist which is often missing. We tend to see ògoing to Massó very much in        
individual terms. If òIó fail to ògo to Massó through òmy own faultó, òIó have committed a 
mortal sin. We also tend to talk about òhearingó Mass, or being òat Massó. We ask               
questions like: òWho said the Mass?ó The priest himself may even be heard to                
announce: òI am saying this Mass for the repose of the soul oféó or even òI am saying 
this Mass for all of you hereó. 
 

On reflection, these expressions are very strange. They tend to present the Eucharist 
as something that the priest alone does on behalf of other people. For people present, 
this might seem like a performance in which they are only expected to be physically 
present. However, every Lordõs Day we come together as that Body, as a community, 
to say thanks to the Lord. The whole point of being at Mass is to celebrate together with 
oneõs fellow-Christians as a community of the disciples of Jesus. òThank you, Jesus, for 
the gift of your Body and Blood!ó

Apologetics without apology     

A Year of Reading the Bible  

Do the Bread and Cup Become Jesus'                  
Literal Flesh and Blood? 

 

The Catholic doctrine, informed by the Bible, 
of transubstantiation teaches that the bread 
and wine in communion literally changes into 
Jesus' physical body and blood. This is called 
the Sacrament of the Mass or Holy Eucharist. 
The elements of bread and wine do not just 
represent or symbolize Jesus' flesh and blood 
in the Lord's Supper, they actually physically 

become His Flesh and Blood in                                       
an un-bloody sacrifice.  

 

Consider the following quotations from a   
Catholic Catechism: 

 

ǒ What is the Holy Eucharist? The Holy                   
Eucharist is the Sacrament in which Jesus 
Christ is really and physically present                  

under the appearances of bread and wineé 
 

ǒ Do the bread and wine change their                        
appearance? No, the appearances of bread 
and wine (taste, smell, size, shape) do not 
change, even though the bread and wine 
actually changes into the Body and Blood 
of Jesus. The substance of the bread and 
wine are changed into the substance of the 
Body and Blood of Jesus. This change is 
called transubstantiation. And when does 
the priest change bread and wine into the 
Body and Blood of Jesus? At Mass, when 
he says, "This is My Body; This is My 
Blood." (Luke 22:19) The sacrifice of the 
Mass is the same as that of the cross                   
because the victim and the priest are the 
same, Jesus Christ. Jesus offered the first 
Mass at the Last Supper. Hebrews 7:26,27; 
9:24-28 - Old Testament priests offered      
sacrifices repeatedly, but Jesus does not 
need to offer daily sacrifices. He offered 

Himself once for all.
